Course may be taken over the summer or early spring provided they are available during those sessions.
On pages 2-4 of this guide, the left column outlines the ideal courses for you to take each semester. There may be times when courses
are unavailable, in which case another course from a different semester may be taken. The column on the right has "Checkpoints" for
each semester and contains important information and requirements specific to your program. You should work from this map as you
plan each semester's schedule, before meeting with your advisor. You are required to meet with your advisor each semester before
registration begins.
