	A.4. Context and Rationale 
	Following upon a Rhode Island Department of Education (RIDE) visit in fall of 2016, the FSEHD called for a revision of all currently existing programs to better meet accreditation demands and more effectively address the needs of the students in our public schools. Input was sought from local highly regarded practicing teachers in the field as well as nationally known experts. Pedagogy courses were examined and reworked, with additional courses and credits added.  Content courses were radically redesigned.

In this proposal, you will find revisions in three areas:

1) FSEHD “Rocks in the River” (already passed UCC)
· Students begin the very first semester to take a course on teacher education (FNED 101) to introduce them to the field and begin the development of a teacher identity. 
· FNED 346 has been modified and is now FNED 246.
· Teacher candidates now take TESL 401, to better meet the needs of English language learners in their classrooms.
2) Secondary Education Methods Courses
· SED 406 and SED 407 has been divided into four separate 2-credit courses  (SED 201, 202, 301, 302) that allow faculty to teach to their strengths, and break out STEM teacher candidates from humanities candidates to address their particular needs.
· SED 411 and SED 412, the social studies methods class and practicum experience that were taken concurrently, are replaced by SED 314 (Practicum I) and SED 414 (Practicum II), offered across two semesters. These courses examine disciplinary practices in a classroom setting and an extended field experience, and are redesigned to explicitly address the new NCSS C3 Frameworks for Social Studies and the call for culturally responsive social studies education. 
· The student teaching sequence has been modified from 2 courses (SED 421 and SED 422) to three courses with the addition of SED 420 (offered in early spring so that teacher candidates can enter the field earlier.)

3) History-Social Studies Content Courses
The History Department recognizes that in order to attract more non-traditional students to the History-Social Studies/Secondary Education major, a strong and diverse cohort of 200 level history courses are needed. Currently our curriculum contains almost no 200 level courses. The new 200 level courses are designed to students interested in African, Asian, Latin American, European, Environmental, Global or U.S. History. The department possesses 300 level offerings in these fields, but it is pedagogically unsound to have students make the leap from freshman-level general education history, with its modest expectations for writing and critical reading and thinking, to the writing and critical reading and thinking expectations demanded of students in the 300 level courses. The History Department has concluded that the lack of bridge 200 level courses has made recruiting students more difficult. These former 300 level courses now will have the writing, examination, and student evaluation expectations appropriate for 200-level courses.

The second core component of the proposed revision changes the History Department’s 200 and 300 level history courses from 4 to 3 credits. This allows the History/Social Studies-Secondary Education program stay within 128 credit hours for the major.  It also permits the History Department to reduce the size of major thereby assisting History B.A. majors in completing minors in other disciplines and facilitates non-history majors in pursuing history minors.)
The new curriculum also revises the current HIST 201-HIST 202 survey of American history that covers American history from the Colonial period up to 1877 and from 1877 to the present and was developed decades ago. Because of the elapse of time and advances in scholarship, this two-course survey is no longer adequate to cover the scope of the material and provide opportunity for active learning pedagogy with students. The new survey divides the American history survey into three courses: HIST 201: U.S. History from 1400-1800, HIST 202: U.S. History from 1800-1920, and HIST 203: U.S. History from 1920 to the Present. The new three-course options provide students and faculty with a number of pedagogical improvements. Since the history department is transforming its courses from 4 credits to 3, the more limited scope will accommodate the reduced credit load and class time. The expanded survey allows instructors to incorporate newer scholarship about social and cultural history and the history of underrepresented groups. The new HIST 203, which covers 1920 to the present, allows new opportunities to examine contemporary American society at the end of the 20th and beginning of the 21st centuries, an important time period that did not exist when the initial survey was created. Lastly, the reduced chronological scope will allow instructors to spend more classroom time on discussion, small group work, and other active learning strategies which can be difficult with the content demands of the current survey. This proposed change will be especially beneficial for both History-Social Studies and Social Science-Social Studies programs. Instruction centered on critical inquiry emphasize more utilization of student centered, active learning techniques in the classroom, both to aid learning and engagement and also to model active learning techniques for future educators.
The new curriculum truncates Western I/II into one advanced European history requirement to reflect increased emphasis on World and Non-Western history on the Praxis II Social Studies content exam and in secondary curriculum in the Northeast. This change enables us to require students to take an additional Global history or Asian, African, Middle Eastern, or Latin American history requirement in order to help better prepare students for the Praxis II content Social Studies content exam and to teach World History at the secondary level.
The new curriculum restructures its Writing in the Discipline (WID) offerings revising HIST 200 into HIST 281, revising 361 into HIST 282, and by creating a new course--HIST 389. The new History 281-History 282-History 389 model better supports WID instruction on the specific writing assignments that are assigned in our individual courses than the old HIST 200-HIST 361 model. HIST 281 serves as an introduction to historical thought, with a focus on reading and writing argument in history; HIST 282 is an introduction to research and writing of original history (shaped and guided by theme of professor’s choice); and HIST 389 involves independent research on the passion project of the student’s choice, grouped in small peer groups and directed by professor whose expertise is in the area. Students spend more course time, earlier in the major on applied historical skills. These courses, woven throughout the major, will better prepare students on the core theories, methods, skills, and debates of the historical discipline. Students will gain increased understanding in how to think, read, and research as an historian. This foundation in hands-on historical skills and research will prepare them to implement these practices for secondary students.
This proposal makes minor adjustments to the social studies cognates section of the Secondary Education History/Social Studies major. These changes were made to meet the standards of the National Council for the Social Studies, the professional association of the field, and the Feinstein School of Education, both of which have revised their expectations for teaching in recent years. 

We have revised two elements of the social studies cognates: 

1) Previously students were required to take two geography courses: GEOG 200: World Regional Geography and one other course from GEOG 101, 303, 307, 337. In the revised program, students would be required to take two specific geography courses: GEOG 200 and the new GEOG 401: Human Geography for Social Studies Educators. This new requirement will strengthen the social studies curriculum because it focuses explicitly on pedagogical issues in the teaching of geography and has a focus on technology--both as a thematic issue in society and as a teaching tool--which strengthen students' preparation as teachers and better meets the NCSS standards for the field. 

2) Previously students were required to take two political science courses: POL 202: American Government and one other course from POL 208, 337, 357, 358. In the revised program, students will take one political science course, POL 202 and the second political science choice has been dropped. The decision to cut the second political science course was influenced by the need to cut the number of total credits in the program and ensure that secondary education students could graduate with 128 credits. At the same time, we feel confident that the government aspects of the Praxis content exam, the NCSS standards, and the needs of students to become effective social studies teachers is well served by POL 202 and well as required history courses such as the U.S. history survey which include significant examination of issues including the constitution, the federal government, democracy, citizenship, and civil rights. 

The new social studies cognate requirements will help RIC students succeed on the Praxis social studies content exam and become effective history and social studies teachers in the classroom. In addition, the revisions ensure that the program meets the standards and expectations of the professional association, the Feinstein School, and the Rhode Island Department of Education. 



	A.5. Student impact
	The student impact will be positive. Moving from 4 to 3 credit hours reduces the credit hours of the History-Social Studies/Secondary Education Major Program and keeps the program within 128 hours and enables majors to pursue minors in other fields. Writing in the Discipline (WID) is strengthened by the move from the HIST 200-HIST 361 model to the new HIST 281-HIST 282-HIST 389 that better supports WID instruction on the specific writing assignments that are assigned in our individual courses. The new HIST 201-HIST 202-HIST 203 U.S. survey allows instructors to incorporate newer scholarship about social and cultural history and the history of underrepresented groups. Our revisions of WID courses, the U.S. History Survey, further emphasis on Global and Non-Western History and their emphasis on writing, historical thinking and critical inquiry will provide models of instruction that will strengthen and reinforce what History-Social Studies and Social Science -Social Studies students learn regarding lesson and unit construction in practicum and provide them with models that can be modified for use in the secondary Social Studies classroom.
