e A minimum of 120 credit hours, with a minimum of 45 credit hours taken at RIC. Of the 45 credit hours, a minimum of 15

credit hours must be in the major (12 of which must be at the 300- or 400-level).

e A minimum overall grade point average of 2.00, and a minimum GPA of 2.00 in your major

NOTE: The total credit count for Health Science (concentration in Dental Hygiene) major is 93 credits (including courses
transferred from CCRI). Six Gen Ed courses will be covered through recommended courses taken at CCRI or program courses
at RIC (FYW, FYS, AQSR, M, NS, SB) which leaves 16 more credits of Gen Ed. (A, H, L, and C), and possibly 8 more depending
on secondary language needs. The minimum credit count will be 109 credits (without secondary language), which would
leave 11 elective credits.
