My team’s assignment was to design three
fundraising events that would help APAV expand their
fundraising outcomes and strengthen both their
communication and volunteering efforts, while
bringing awareness about their mission to the
Portuguese community.

In the Summer of 2018 | worked with the National
Museum of Natural History and Science (MUHNAC) in
Lisbon, with a mission to promote public
understanding and curiosity about nature and science
and support research, development and education in
the natural sciences and the history of science. The
museum'’s president and staff members presented us
two problems: how could the museum improve its
fluidity and attract more visitors; and how could they
respond more effectively to the needs and interests
of international visitors? To help MUHNAC address
those challenges, my team and | developed a market
plan and a strategic plan to set directions and to
prioritize issues the museum needed to work on.

The two service learning projects in Lisbon gave me
a real world opportunity to apply and test the
management skills and knowledge learned in
classes at RIC, while allowing me to directly act in
the global community.

I will graduate soon in December of 2018 and my plan
is to continue my education and obtain a master's
